Here is a little "food for thought" on POP. 
  

1. Plan your shot while either walking or driving to your ball, don't wait until you get there 
to start the process. 

2. Line up your putt, while others are putting utilize; Use the continuous putting option when 
you're comfortable in doing so. 

3. Be ready to play when it’s your turn, remember READY golf. 
4. Become efficient with your pre-shot routine. 
5. Take only one practice swing. 
6. Remember READY golf means someone else is ready to play if you are not. Respect their 

time and space, be quiet, try not to move around or stand too close to a player making a 
stroke. 

7. Play a provisional ball if you think the original might be lost outside a water hazard or out 
of bounds.
